lina, still repeat Dr. Phillips’ erroneous statement.

Dr, Archibald Henderson of Chapel Hill, one of North
Carolina’s most renowned citizens, has been a staunch
fender of the Mecklenburg Declaration. His historical re-
search on this subject proves beyond any doubt the authen-
ticity of the Declaration., Within the past year his papers
have been collected and published in one volume, entitled
“Cradle of Liberty”, by the Mecklenburg Historical Associ-
ation, A copy of this volume was given to every U. S.
Congressman and Senator and the Mecklenburg Declaration
was read before these august bodies. When Dr. Henderson
was introduced to the Senate, he was flven a rousing
ovation—the bearer of the truth was rewarded, Requests for
the book have come from universities and libraries from
New England to California. Those who still doubt the Meck-
lenburg Declaration now have readily available the true
facts for their enlightenment.

MECKLENBURG DECLARATION
OF INDEPENDENCE

May 20, 1775

Mecklenburg County takes justifiable pride in its illustrious

istory and the men who made this heritage possible are
not forgotten. Mecklenburg was a hotbed of freedom-loving
men, who demanded liberty above all things.

In Charlotte the tide of the Revolution turned. When
Lord Cornwallis and the British Troops came marching up
Trade Street Hill, they were met with such a fiery and
determined resistance that Cornwallis called Mecklenburg
a “Homet’s Nest” and “the most rebellious County in
America.” After Mecklenburg, the British never again were
victorious.

Mecklenburg is also proud of the fact that this was the
birthplace of two Presidents of the United States—James K.
Polk and Andrew Jackson—but Mecklenburg’s greatest claim
to fame is the Mecklenburg Declaration of Independence.

Mecklenburg was the cradle of liberty in America, and
the date of the Declaration, May 20, 1775, is proudly dis-
glayed on our State Flag and Seal. The men of Mecklenburg

eclared themselves free and independent of Great Britain
more than a year before the Continental Congress declared
independence in Philadelphia. However inconsistent they
were with the prevalent views of 1775, the Mecklenburg
Declaration shows that the North Carolina frontiersmen were
more logical and more realistic than were their hesitating
representatives in the Continental Congress. In this year
Congress was asking Britain for more liberal Colonial rights
and accordingly the Mecklenburg Declaration was hushed as
being rash and premature when it arrived in Philadelphia.

It was not until 1819 that it came into national promi-
nence. In this year there was a debate in the Congress be-
tween Massachusetts and Virginia as to which had started
the ball of the Revolution rolling, North Carolina’s repre-
sentatives came forward with their case for the Mecklenbur;
Declaration, and the debate was settled in favor of No:
Carolina. Thomas *Jefferson was not in accord, however,
for it was thus revealed that he had evidently copied parts
i)f {.’he National Declaration of Independence from Meck-
enburg’s.

Unfortunately this great event has been clouded by con-
troversy over its authenticity. The only argument the doubt-
ers have is that the original Declaration is no longer in
existence. The manuscri&t which went to Philadelphia has
never been found, and the minutes of the meeting on May
20 were destroyed when the home of John McKnitt Alex-
ander was burned in April, 1800. However, Mr. Alexander
had made a copy directly from the records and his testi-
mony to this appears in his handwriting on the copy. This
authentic copy is now in the Archives of the Library at the
University of North Carolina. In 1831 the State published
a pamphlet containing all of the affidavits by participants
and eye-witnesses to the Signing of the Declaration. These
men of high character, leaders in the County, including one
minister and ten ruling elders of the Presbyterian Chur
swore that this ccipy by Alexander was a true narrative o
the transactions of the meeting on May 19 and 20, 1775.

Many well-meaning historians have been misled by an
article written by Dr. Charles Phillips in 1858 in which he
erroneously stated that Alexander’s copy was made from
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
