North Carolina was the 3rd largest growing
state from 2008-2009 with over 134,000 new
residents. Local governments use census in-
formation to plan for the future of our com-
munities and where to place schools, hospitals,
water/sewer services, roads, and emergency
services. Completing the Census form helps
bring federal funding to the state and to your
community for programs that help your coun-
ty and its residents.

So, why should public health care? What
a great way to learn how your county has
changed in the past 10 years! How can pub-
lic health hope to impact the health and well-
being of North Carolina residents unless we
know the number of residents, the demograph-
ic changes, or their eco-social status? How
can public health hope to accurately assess the
health needs, to address such needs and assure
the needs are met?

Current census data impacts where
the dollars go and what programs they are di-
rected to. Plus local health directors cannot
forget the challenging equity formula through
the Division of Public Health!

sion!

Levine award recognizes health director, business leader
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State Health Director Jeff Engel, Paul Stone, Beth Lovette and Dr. Ron Levine

Beth Lovette, Wilkes County health di-
rector since 2002, was presented with
the Ronald H. Levine Legacy Award
for Local Innovation in Public Health.
Lovette is known for her tireless lead-
ership in improving health in the com-
munity and state and for advocating
with policymakers and legislators for
public health issues.

Through boards and through
partnerships with schools, hospitals,
non-profits and other organizations,
Lovette has worked to build collabora-
tions, develop and implement action
plans for the community’s health, im-
prove children’s health and tackle child-
hood obesity, improve access to care
for the uninsured, and address the high
rate of accidental deaths due to pre-

scription drug overdoses, as well as to
expand health care services and build a
stronger health care system in the com-
munity. Under her leadership, the Wil-
kes County Health Department was ac-
credited by the state in 2006.

Also recognized was Paul Stone,
for his statewide impact on public
health as president and CEO of the NC
Restaurant and Lodging Association--
for supporting legislation protecting
restaurant and bar workers, and patrons
from second-hand smoke, and for de-
veloping tools for businesses to comply
with the new smoke-free law passed in
January.

The awards were announced at
the 2010 State Health Directors Confer-
ence.
